2. What were the several factors/conditions that evolved which led to the successes of the Civil Rights Movement?
3. What was the purpose of the “Freedom Summer”? Be sure to explain who participated and the impact of the murder of the three civil rights workers on other participants.
4. Why did many civil rights activists abandon the principles of non-violence as the 1960s progressed? What led to their growing disillusionment?

5. How did various elected officials differ with regards to reforms, willingness to get involved in civil rights issues, etc.? (Consider the presidents: Eisenhower, JFK and LBJ, and local/state officials)
